	Mastery of evidence sequence
	· Occasional element of evidence sequence missing, but no pattern of missed element(s)

· Mechanical mastery of evidence sequence: all elements in place, but content isn’t appropriate
	· One or more elements of evidence sequence consistently missing

· Description or categorizing substituted for analysis

	· One idea, repeated instead of developed
