It would be a good idea for you to print this document and save it with your other course materials for easy reference. When I grade your papers, I do not type my comments on this sheet, but I do evaluate the paper on the same five points you see below.

Clear, unifying thesis: Readers can identify the purpose of the essay, which focuses on one main point.  All ideas in the paper support the thesis.

 2.
Coherent, logical organization: The support for the thesis is organized so that it provides a clear “roadmap” or pattern for readers.  This includes using transitions to move smoothly from one concept to another and to connect sentences and paragraphs.

3. Complete, interesting development: Examples, details, analysis, and/or explanation support the purpose of the essay.  The ideas in the paper move out of conventional ruts and teaches the reader something, are creative, thought-provoking, and forceful in their interpretation.  The paper demonstrates sentence variety.
4. Correct grammar and mechanics: The paper is correct in grammar, mechanics, and usage; has used correct formatting (MLA, APA, and so on); and has been proofread for errors.
5.
Creative effort: A voice speaks through the prose.  The approach is original and shows evidence of risk taking.
