PROCEDURE:  Using complete sentences, list the steps used to conduct the experiment from beginning to end.

DATA:  Results should be recorded in a neatly drawn table listing trial numbers pertinent headings and numerical units.

Graph recorded values if applicable, independent variable on the x-axis and dependent variable on the y-axis.
